HOW IT WORKS
In your will, you specify how you would like your 
assets distributed after your lifetime. You can make 
specific provisions for each of your loved ones, while 
also supporting the causes close to your heart. 

•	 You simply designate a specific dollar amount or 
a percentage of your estate for Nature United.

•	 You can also make Nature United a contingent 
beneficiary that receives assets in the event that 
your primary beneficiary or beneficiaries do not 
survive you. Many of our supporters use this 
option to ensure that after their family is provided 
for, a portion of the assets goes to furthering 
conservation efforts across Canada.

•	 If you already have a will or a revocable trust to 
which you wish to add a gift to Nature United, 
you should consult a lawyer to assist you in 
implementing such changes.
